Atrial Fibrillation

Atrial Fibrillation (AF) is the most common form of heart

rhythm disorder, affecting approximately 900,000 people in
England (1.74% of the population), and national data
suggests that it is the cause of 20% of strokes.

 NHS Digital estimates that there are
more than 147,000 people in
England with AF and at risk of stroke
who are not receiving
anticoagulation.

« Half of all people with known AF
who suffer a stroke have not
received anticoagulants before their
stroke.
